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Artists Patricia Cronin and Deborah Kass
to Rest Forever in Bronx Cemetery

A note just came across our desk with the news that
New York-based artist Patricia Cronin will unveil a
bronze sculpture that depicts herself in bed with her
wife, the artist Deborah Kass, at the Bronx’s Wood-
lawn Cemetery on Sept. 20.

The work will be a permanent installation, and will
one day mark the women’s graves.

Wedding-notice watchers may recall that Ms.
Cronin and Ms. Kass on July 24 in
